We 11 toas t to that might be surprised to know that some darn good wine is made right
here in the Lone Star State. Now you might be thinking “Why? How?”

You see, some decades ago, a couple of Texas wine pioneers
discovered that the state’s climate and elevation are similar to parts of
Europe (read: ideal for growing wine grapes). Once Texas winemakers
stopped trying to force the wrong types of grapes to grow here,
something truly great happened—not imitations of wines from other parts
of the world, but something altogether new and exciting—Texas wine.

The Texas wine industry has officially hit its stride with “new” grapes
such as reds like Tempranillo, Mourvedre and Sangiovese, and whites
including Viognier, Roussanne, Trebbiano and Vermentino.
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Mk/w'j P(’DP‘)C/ how they would describe

Fredericksburg, and you'll probably hear the word “charming”
ten times. Set in the picturesque Texas Hill Country,
Fredericksburg’s viticultural area (that’s just a fancy way of
saying the land where wine grapes are grown) spans a
whopping 110 miles, and it’s the second most popular wine
destination in the U.S.

The epicenter of Fredericksburg’s wine culture is found along a
stretch of U.S. Highway 290, aptly named “Wine Road 290.”
Wine enthusiasts and novices alike travel this road to visit 17 of
Fredericksburg’s wineries and vineyards. If possible, plan your
visit over a long weekend so you have ample time to explore all
of the award-winning wineries.

Much of Fredericksburg’s charm can be attributed to its
impressive lineup of bed and breakfasts and its quaint historic
Main Street and Town Square, known as the Marktplatz (that’s
the city’s German heritage sneaking in). Every fall, the Marktplatz
hosts the Fredericksburg Food & Wine Festival, which brings
together the latest innovations in Texas wine and culinary
delights from across the region.

In
fact, every one of the city’s exceptional wineries resides
within city limits—welcome to the state’s premier Urban
Wine Trail.

There’s a lot more than wine on the menu during a visit to
Grapevine. Each winery is within strolling distance of shops,
cafés and art galleries in Historic Downtown, so there’s
plenty to see and do between sips.

Everyone should attend GrapeFest® at least once. It is, after
all, the largest wine festival in the Southwest. Aged to
perfection and held in Grapevine each September,
GrapeFest® is known for its signature GrapeStomp, the
Champagne Cork Shoot-off, and The People’s Choice Wine
Tasting Classic. The largest wine competition of its kind,
guests—not critics—decide which wines reign supreme.

kind of liquid asset—wine. We're willing to bet you had no idea
that a whopping 90% of the state’s wine grapes are grown in
Lubbock and the Texas South Plains. That means that regard-
less of where you purchase or sip your Texas wine, it's highly
likely that it originated on vines in West Texas.

Vintners in Lubbock have long set the standard for Texas
winemaking, and they were among the first to start experiment-
ing with new grapes such as the now ubiquitous Texas
tempranillo, sangiovese and viognier. Six award-winning
wineries are uncorking these “exotic” varietals in Lubbock,
many of which have been honing their skills for decades.

There’s a lot more to Lubbock than wine, so plan to experience a
Texas Tech Red Raiders football game, the Buddy Holly Center,
the West Texas Hall of Fame and the National Ranching Heritage
Center. And be sure to spend at least one evening in the
revitalized Depot District, known for local hotspots and live music.
