But don’t worry; this isn’t a history
lesson, because the most exciting aspects of Texas wine are
happening right now. Texas is home to several microclimates
that are well-suited to hundreds of varietals across nine million
acres of prime grape-growing land. This allows for endless
experimentation that has resulted in Texas wine, as opposed
to wine that simply happens to be made in Texas.

So if you want the same old wine, go somewhere else.

Our winemakers are mavericks, experimenting with grapes
you’'ve likely never heard of before, like albarifio, mourvedre,
tempranillo, vermentino and viognier.
